World market sawn softwood – mid term (5-20years)

Increased trade flow from Europe to america, as Canadian supply will be unable to meet 
demand in the US. Few other regions will have the potential to increase their supply 
substantially, other than the US South East (lesser quality), and Russia (high cost).

• Continuously decreasing supply from Canada (BC), due to bark beetle infestation 15 years ago

• Increasing demand from the US due to construction demand

• Increasing demand in Europe, with stable supply

• Supply potential in US south East and Russia
