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In 2022 the project linked with 
SOLAS and Mount Lucas resulting in:

• Over 3000 people trained
• All were unemployed
• From over 60 different countries 
• Almost 2000 graduates have started in 

employment

• Our site in Dublin Port currently delivers 
training courses to 1000 trainees per year 
and is booked out normally 2 weeks in 
advance of course starts.

• Our base Construction Course lasts just 15 
days.

• All other courses are just 10 days.
